THE CiTY MusiC SUMMER SCHOLARSHIP (CMSS) is available for eligible applicants and is awarded at
approximately $5,000 to cover tuition costs for attendance of the program. In addition to
the 5-Week intensive program, City Music students receive specialized mentoring, pre-college
writing workshop training, access to special performance opportunities and more! All students
must complete an online application, complete PULSE Level 1 for all components in the
PULSE Study Room, submit all supplementary materials by January 31, 2014 and
audition on their principal instrument. Scholarship recipients will be notified by May 2014.
Awardees are expected to submit a $35 registration fee, a donor thank-you letter and additional
forms prior to the start of the program in July. Additional information will be sent with the
scholarship award notifications.

ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS

Must be 15 years of age by June 1, 2014

Must be in good academic standing

Must be a resident of Boston or the Greater Boston Area
Must have at least one year of playing experience

Must own or have regular access to your instrument

THE CITY Music COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP (CMCS) is available to eligible high school seniors who
apply and are accepted to Berklee College of Music for Fall 2014, and who apply and are
accepted to the 5-Week Summer Performance Program on the 2014 City Music Summer
Scholarship. The City Music College Scholarship is a partial- or full- tuition scholarship
award to attend Berklee College of Music. To be considered for the City Music College
Scholarship, eligible students must apply for financial aid (by completing the CSS Profile and the
FAFSA), pay their tuition deposit, interview with Mr. Warner and Dean Banfield during the 5-
Week Program, and submit a portfolio. Please see the requirements and timelines documents for
additional information.
